Declaration of the Salzburg Forum States
on the occasion of the Salzburg Forum Ministerial Meeting in Salzburg

The Ministers of the Salzburg Forum convened on the occasion of the 10th anniversary of the
Salzburg Forum in Salzburg from 26 to 28 August 2010 and discussed central issues as regards the
future of the Salzburg Forum as well as multilateral and EU cooperation.

The Ministers underlined the importance of the founding of the Salzburg Forum and the subsequent
successful cooperation of Central European nations in the area of internal security in the framework
of the Forum. Subjects discussed at this Ministerial Meeting included the Salzburg Forum Vision for
2020 the Ministers agreed on and the development of an 18-month programme in which the future of
the Salzburg Forum activities will be coordinated. An important part of the conference included
Croatia, as observer to the Salzburg Forum, the Friends of the Salzburg Forum and Moldova with the

aim of enhancing further cooperation with this important region in Europe.

The members of the Salzburg Forum stressed the necessity to continue their joint efforts to provide
effective solutions for the security and stability in Europe.
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
